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As a part of our commitment to bring about gender equality through the extension activities, the 

Women’s Studies Programme interacts with students of various colleges through a series of 

workshops under the activity Purple Campaign. Through this activity we also aim at reaching out 

to prospective students of the M.A. Women’s Studies Programme at Goa University. 

Purple Campaign for equality was organized in collaboration with Gender Champion Club of  

Government College of Arts, Science and Commerce, Sanquelim, Goa, on 22 February 2025  

from 11.30 a.m. to 1.30 p.m.  

Vice-Principal, Ms. Rosalina D’silva, welcomed the gathering and Women’s Studies team of 

Goa University for organizing this program in their college. Also thanked Gender champion club 

Convenor Ms. Minoshka D’souza and members Ms. Sampada Kerkar, Ms. Anushka Panjikar and 

Ms. Dorathy Alphonso for taking initiative for organizing program on Gender Sensitization. 

Vice-Principal Presented potted plant to Dr. Sulochana Pednekar and requested to start the 

program.
